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Tools needed:

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Bell training has been extremely successful for our family. It provides our dogs a
method of communicating with us that makes an unmistakable staterent
LETME OUTI

We bell train in conjunction with crate training and have found that when doing so it is
important to:

1) place the crate near the exit door

2) Have a soft thin leash with loop handle always sitting on top of the crate

3) Have the bell attached to a lanyard o string at paw height onthe door handie

Follow crate training instructions. When taking the pup outside, first get the thin leash
ready by slipping the buckle through the loop hande to make a lasso to slip quickly
over the pups head. Messing with clipping the leash onto the collar will take too much
time in the beginning. An excited pup is liable to eliminate all over before you can get
out the door

Do not use an excited tone of voice during these times. Say nothing, open the crate
door, slip on the leash and head straight for the door. Take the pups paw and it the
bell and say ‘outside’. Once outside go straight to the potty spot and say 'go potty’

If they get excited wanting to run around or jump on you, say ' no-got potty’ until they do
o potty. Sometimes you may need 2 leashes to make a long leash as when going #2
they often need space to locate their 'spot’

Once they go potty, give lots of praise...'good potty . Repeat this religiously

Make certain that every time you go oLt the door yourself o anyone else goes ot the
door, the bell gets jingled. It is your goal to make certain that your pup recognizes the
bell as signaling the door to open. They should think the door doesn't open unless that
bell makes a noise

In no time, you'll be sitting in your living roorm......hear the bell ring and your pup will be
sitting at the door waiting for you to open it so they can go outside. They may or may

not have to go potty...... they may just be bored with you and want to go play, but bell

training gives

everyone peace of mind and a great mode of communication between our and the ca-

nine mind

For people who work from home this training is great. You can hear you dog commu-

nicating with you from the other room or office
